VSTOP IN BIVANJE DRZAVLIANOV UKRAJINE V REPUBLIKI SLOVENIJI

ENTRY AND RESIDENCE OF UKRAINIAN CITIZENS IN THE REPUBLIC OF SLOVENIA

VSTOP Z BIOMETIRCNIM POTNIM LISTOM UKRAJINE:
Drzavljani Ukrajine lahko v Evropsko unijo (in s tem v
drzave Schengenskega obmocja) vstopajo z veljavnim
biometri¢nim potnim listom in bivajo do 90 dni v obdobju
180 dni brez vizuma ali dovoljenja za prebivanje.

Po namestitvi v Republiki Sloveniji na privatnem naslovu
(torej ne v hotelu, hostlu, Airbnb...) morate na najblizji
lokalno pristojni policijski postaji opraviti prijavo
prebivanja v roku 3 dni po prestopu meje.

ENTRY WITH THE BIOMETRIC PASSPORT OF UKRAINE:
Citizens of Ukraine can enter the European Union (and
thus the Schengen area) with a valid biometric passport
and stay for up to 90 days in any 180 days without a visa or
residence permit.

After arriving at your accommodation in the Republic of
Slovenia, at a private address (not in a hotel, hostel,
Airbnb...), a person must register his/her residence at the
nearest local police station within 3 days of crossing the
state border.

VSTOP Z DRUGIMI DOKUMENTI IZDANIMI V UKRAJINI ALI
BREZ DOKUMENTA:

Drzavljani Ukrajine, ki beZijo pred vojnimi razmerami v svoji
drzavi, lahko v Republiko Slovenijo vstopajo tudi z drugimi
dokumenti, ki jim jih je izdala Republika Ukrajina in tudi brez
vsakega osebnega dokumenta.

Citizens of Ukraine fleeing the war situation in their country may
also enter the Republic of Slovenia with other documents issued
to them by the Republic of Ukraine or in current situation
without any personal document declaring their identity.

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KAJ NAREDITI CE MI JE BIVANJE 90/180 POTEKLO?

Ce vam je dovoljen ¢as trajanja bivanja v EU Ze potekel ali
bo kmalu potekel, pa se zaradi razmer v Ukrajini ne morete
vrniti tja, se oglasite na policijski postaji, kjer vam bo izdana
odlocba o prostovoljni vrnitvi z rokom 30 dni. Pomembno
je, da pred potekom roka (dan ali dva prej) ponovno
pridete na isto policijsko postajo in zaprosite za podaljSanje
roka. Policisti bodo izdali novo odlo¢bo z novim rokom.

Zaprosite lahko tudi za mednarodno zascito oz. azil. Za
zacetek postopka mednarodne zaséite greste na policijsko
postajo, kjer boste izpolnili registracijski list in s tem zaceli
postopek pridobitve mednarodne zascite. V kolikor ste
nastanjeni pri sorodnikih ali prijateljih in lahko pri njih tudi
ostanete, odhod v Azilni dom ni obvezen.

WHAT SHOULD I DO IF MY STAY 90/180 HAD ELAPSED?
If your permitted period of residence in the EU has elapsed
or will soon elapse, but you cannot return to Ukraine
because of war, contact the police station, where you will
be issued a decision of voluntary return within 30 days. It
is important to come to the same police station again
before the deadline (a day or two before) and ask for an
extension. Police officers will issue a new decision with a
new deadline.

You can also apply for international protection i.e. asylum.
To start the procedure go to any police station where you
will fill in the registration form and thus start the process
of obtaining international protection. If you are staying
with relatives or friends and you can continue to stay with
them, it is not obligatory to go to the Asylum Centre.

Drzavljani Ukrajine imajo pravico do nujnega
zdravstvenega varstva, ki obsega:
e nujno medicinsko pomoc in nujni resevalni
prevoz;
® nujno zdravljenje in neodlozljive zdravstvene in
zobozdravstvene storitve v skladu z Zakonom o
pacientovih pravicah (Uradni list RS, t. 15/08,
55/17 in 177/20) po odlo¢itvi leze¢ega zdravnika;
e  zdravstveno varstvo Zensk: kontracepcijska
sredstva, prekinitve nosec¢nosti, zdravstveno
oskrbo v nosecnosti in ob porodu.

Citizens of Ukraine have the right to emergency health
care, which includes:

e emergency medical assistance and emergency
ambulance transport;

e emergency treatment and urgent medical and dental
services in accordance with the Patients' Rights Act
(Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, nos. 15/08,
55/17 and 177/20) at the discretion of the attending
physician;

e Women's health care: contraceptives, abortions, medical
care during pregnancy and childbirth.
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
